What is it? 

 

 This bursary helps NWT students (25 years and under) who are doing 

their post-secondary studies in French. 

 The bursary is $1,000 per semester, up to a maximum of $2,000 per 

school year. 

 These bursaries are administered by Department of Education, Culture 

and Employment, Division of Early Childhood & School Services. 

 There is a limited member of bursaries by semester.  

 Dateline for Fall semester is August 1st  and for Winter semester is 

December 1st. 

 Those applying for the first time will have priority. 

 

What are the requirements? 

 

To be eligible, you must: 

 Have attended a NWT school for at last 5 years 

 Be a NWT high school graduate 

 Be attending a post-secondary institution 

 Pass a minimum of 4 courses, 3 being offered in French
